It is the longest river in Greece, contributing to the
development of agriculture and stockbreeding that boost the region’s
economic prosperity.

The exceptional nature with its dense forests includes national parks,
such as Pindos (Valia Kalda) and the Prespes National Park, while the
environmental wealth of Western Macedonia is complemented by al-
pine lakes, waterfalls and rivers with crystal clear waters. If one adds
to the picture the steep ravines, the gorges and the significant number
of geosites, he then comprehends the vitality of the area.

This picture is completed by the martyred villages of Mesovouno of
Eordea, Lechovo of Amyntaio and Katafygi of Velvento, the archae-
ological sites of Aiani and Petres, the Byzantine and post-byzantine
monuments of Servia, Velvento and Voio, the stone arched bridge of
Koromilia, the bridge at Hani Beriki and other landmarks that give a
life-giving breath in this part of Greece.

Kozani is the largest Regional Unit of Western Macedonia. It is located
in its eastern part, at the points where Epirus, Thessaly and Central
Macedonia intersect. It is a mostly mountainous land, although the
River Aliakmon and the Polyfytos artificial lake offer their rich waters
to the land.

Impressive mountain masses, vast lilac meadows with saffron in Kozani,
peach and apple plains in Velvento, the geopark in Servia, and the route
around Lake Polyfytos with the famous High Bridge of Servia and the
gorge with Velvento's waterfalls, compose an enchanting landscape.

Taking a walk down memory lane, the visitor will become acquainted

At the point where the Pieria Mountains lean towards the shores of the
artificial Polyfytos Lake, among the painted pink by the blossoming
peach trees in springtime plains, the Municipality of Velvento emerg-
es and invites its visitors to explore it.

The homonymous small town stands at an altitude of 450m, at the foot
of the western Pierian Mountains. This is the mountain of the myth-
ological nine Muses with its large forests of black and forest pine, as
well as beech.

Velvento spreads out into a fertile val-
ley among lush slopes. Close to the cul-
tivated grain fields grow vineyards, ol-
ive trees, and numerous other fruit
trees, such as peach and apple trees,
which generously offer their fragrant
fruit. The peaches of Velvento are wide-
ly known, as it is a predominantly agri-
cultural municipality where the “ASEPOP”
and “DIMITRA” cooperatives are strong-
ly active in the area. An indicative of the
region’s autonomy and attitude towards
its local producers, was the creation of
the self-managed TOEB Velvento Hydro-
electric Station, which exploits the wa-
ters from the mountainous site of Ske-
pasmenos and uses them to irrigate the
fields in the summer and generate elec-
tricity in the winter.

Within the city and its narrow streets, you
will be transferred into a different kind of
setting and your footsteps will lead you
to traditional houses, picturesque neighborhoods, and squares with
large plane trees, where travelers rest under their shade. One stops to
admire the two-storey, spacious houses with their four-sloped roofs,
sophisticated wooden hanging components adorning the walls, log-
gias with windows, and courtyards blooming with flowers of all colors.

Velvento is a city that has preserved its 18th and 19th-century man-
sions, with the thessalian-macedonian architectural elements. These
residences outline the strong architectural character of this settlement,

which at the same time displays its modern identity with the buzzing
with life taverns and cafes.

At the entrance of the settlement, the churches of Agios Minas and Agi-
os Nikolaos (from the 12th and 16th centuries respectively) radiate their
Byzantine aura, while in the historic center one can admire the large
three-aisled basilica of the Dormition of the Virgin (1630-1807). These
are only three among the eighty picturesque churches that adorn the
broader area of Velvento Municipality. The Folklore Museum of the city
is also worth your visit: it is housed in the renovated “Kosta” mansion
and exhibits items from the daily life of the residents who continue to
preserve their traditions.

This attractive landscape is complemented by the lush parks just out-
side the settlement, such as the “Metohi” site and the traditional wa-
termills and fountains with the gushing crystal-clear waters of Pieria.

Whistling the tune from the syrtaki dance composed by Mikis Theo-
dorakis, you will leave Metohi and reach the house of Alexis Zorbas in
the village of Katafygi, which is the birthplace of the homonymous book
hero of author Nikos Kazantzakis. Here, you can enjoy a magnificent
view, as the village is surrounded by extensive forests of pines, beeches
and clusters of Macedonian firs among many trails. Other picturesque
neighboring settlements are Palaiogratsano, Agia Kyriaki and Polyfyto.

The Skepasmenos Gorge will compensate the demanding nature lov-
ers; it can be found at the entrance of the Lafista stream, which starts
from the Katafygi and ends at the lake. The name (which means “cov-

History

Velvento in Prefecture of Kozani is a colorful mosaic of Macedonia with
a long history and a rich Byzantine tradition. The area has many sites
with archaeological findings from Prehistoric Times but also the Ro-
man and early Byzantine periods (Paliohora, Gratsiani, Bravas, Vasi-
lara Rachi, Palaikastro), which are indicative of the significant devel-
opment of the region during those times. This tradition of local culture
continued in post-Byzantine and subsequent times. Today, countless
churches and chapels are preserved in the area, as well as an impor-
tant collection of icons and sacred relics from the 15th and 19th cen-
turies, which is unique in the Prefecture of Kozani.

During Turkish rule, Velvento enjoyed economic growth and spiritual
blossoming, while in the 19th century the settlement experienced great
progress due to the production and exploitation of local agricultural
products, such as flax, silk, wool, cereals and legumes. At the same
time, the residents exploited the aquatic wealth of the area for their
livelihood, by installing batania, fulling mills and watermills. During the
20th century, the production model changed and strawberries, peach-
es, and apples prevailed. In 1917, the first farmers’ cooperative was
established and to this day, the cooperative movement and the coop-
erative associations play a dominant role in the local society.

Polyfytos Lake is artificial and was formed in 1973, after the con-
struction of the homonymous dam on the river and covers an area of
74 square kilometers. The lake boasts the impressive High Bridge of
Servia, one of the longest in the Balkans (1,372m long). Seventeen spe-
cies of freshwater fish have been recorded in the waters of the lake,
while the area of Aliakmon is an important habitat for predatory birds.

Katafygi: A paved uphill road starts from Metohi, bringing visitors to the
highlands of Pieria and ending at the village of Katafygi, at an altitude
of 1,450 meters (28km from Velvento). Here you can visit the house
of Alexis Zorbas, the hero of author Nikos Kazantzakis. Many hiking
trails and forest roads start from the village and lead to the mountain
shelter of Kozani's Association of Greek Mountaineers (SEQ), which al-
most touches the Flambouro peak and other points of natural interest.
The International Mountain Track E4 passes from this mountain top.

Pieria Mountains: Mountains with rich vegetation, where you will find
extensive forests of black and forest pine, but also beech forests. There
are three (3) mountain shelters in the surrounding area: 0.S. of Velvento
in Yiourtia (1,440m) with 40 beds, SEO Kozani in Flambouro (1,945m)
with 50 beds, EOS Kozani in Lagomana (1,375m) with 35 beds.

A mountain route worth taking: From Velvento, follow the road to the
monastery of Agia Triada, possibly built in 1662, and located at an al-
titude of 1,000 meters. The villages of Agia Kyriaki and Paleogratsano
are also interesting, as they offer exquisite views.

The renovated Balou watermill: Here you will see the renovated wa-
termill and learn about the secrets of bread production.

Custom of Sausage Eating: In the chapel of Agios Athanasios, on Jan-
uary 18th, the ancestral custom of “sausage eating” is revived. From
early in the morning, residents and visitors climb the mountain and set
up outdoor grills around the chapel of Agios Athanasios. Of course, the
traditional Velvento sausages and plenty of wine are in the spotlight.

The “Fanoi” custom: It takes place during the Carnival, where fanoi
(bonfires) are the core element and symbolize the purification, wor-
ship and rebirth of nature.

Kurpani of Agia Kyriaki and Polyfyto: On the first Sunday of May, in
the settlement of Agia Kyriaki and during the celebration feast of Agia
Paraskevi (July 26) in the village of Polyfyto, the festival “Kourpani”
takes place with traditional semolina. This custom is also an occasion
for the annual meeting of the locals.

Here, one can taste various del-
icacies based on peach, such as jam, ice cream, croissants, etc. as well
as many other local products (cheese “touloumisio”, honey, aromatic
herbs and local wines).

Various cultural events: These events take place every summer in the
central square and the outdoor theater of Velvento.
